DIPLOMAS 
 
A diploma will be issued to those students who have completed graduation 
requirements as stipulated by the Board and who have successfully passed all 
sections of the High School Graduation Exam have completed a college and 
career readiness assessment (as defined in AS 14.03.075).  The diploma will 
include the following statement: 
 
 "(School name and address)  This certifies that (student name) has 

completed a course of study prescribed by the Kenai Peninsula Borough 
School District Board of Education and is therefore awarded this DIPLOMA 
given this (Date)"  (signed by the Superintendent, Board President, and 
principal. 

 
Special Services students meeting attendance requirements only will receive a 
certificate of achievement that reads: 
 
 "(School name and address)  This certifies that (student name) has 

completed attendance requirements prescribed by the Kenai Peninsula 
Borough School District Board of Education and is therefore awarded this 
CERTIFICATE given this (Date)"  (signed by the Superintendent, Board 
President, and principal. 

 
Local high schools shall have the freedom to affix certain seals to the diploma to 
signify achievements defined and recognized by the individual school. 
 
NOTE:  Each student's official school transcript shall be clearly marked to 
indicate that the student has completed regular, correspondence, or special 
program course of study.
