e By midday on January 5, 2021, an announcement will be made if the onsite, at school option will begin as soon as
Monday, January 11, 2021

® No early release day on Wednesday, January 20, 2021
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e Order free meals for students for pickup the week of January 4, 2021, no later than noon on January 1,
2021
