Therefore, this committee will be charged with the responsibility of:
working with the district administration to track legislation; reporting to
the Board on legislation, providing testimony when appropriate; and
lobbying legislators individually as warranted.

This committee will communicate with the district administration to
develop an official response to pending legislation.

In addition, this committee is charged to serve in an advisory capacity to
strengthen communication efforts and help establish new avenues of
support and communication with internal and external stakeholders. The
committee accomplishes their work specifically by review, advisement and
support of the KPBSD Annual Strategic Communications Plan. Members
of the community and staff are included in discussions on specific issues.
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
